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Gov. Walker Signs 
Concealed Carry Bill  

 

Friday, July 8th, 2011 marked the 
day that Governor Scott Walker 
signed the Wisconsin Concealed 
Carry bill into law. The law will 
take effect on November 1st of this 
year, and allows people to carry 
concealed weapons in public, 
provided that they have received 
the proper training and have 
obtained a permit. 

 
 

This law makes Wisconsin the 49th 
state to adopt a Concealed Carry 
law. Illinois remains the only state 
in the Union that has does not 
allow Concealed Carry.
